He got down on his hands and knees and washed
the feet of his disciples. He then gave his disciples a new commandment, to love another just as he had loved them. I imagine
that had the disciples known this was Christ’s last lesson, they would have asked for clearer instructions. I certainly feel that
way much of the time. After all, serving and loving others is neither easy nor straightforward! But therein lies the heart of it all.
It’s not about following the rules or even getting it right all the time. Instead, Christ invites us into relational covenant. As
disciples of Christ we promise to try again and again. And when we’re not sure where to begin, let’s follow Christ’s example
and wash each other’s feet. —Jonathan Youngman

Franklinton Gardens, which started as a small community
garden in 2007, continues to expand the farm and seek justice for
and with our neighbors. More than ever before, the 2.5-acre urban
farm is in a position to improve local food access, create employ- f
ment, and build just community in Franklinton through agriculture. g
This is possible, in part, because of its partnership with St. John’s
Church and recent grant awards. T '

Franklinton Gardens was awarded a $40,000 Learning Skills to Lift Neighborhoods grant from the City of Columbus. This
grant will fund a program to provide paid workforce development training for 20 returning citizens—ypeople returning to our
neighborhood after a period of incarceration. This will be done in partnership with CleanTurn Enterprises, which is a Franklin-
ton-based social enterprise that has extensive experience in training and employing returning citizens. Franklinton Gardens will
develop and deliver the training curriculum on Columbus Land Bank-affiliated parcels, and at the end of the program each
participant will have the skills and experience required to transform vacant parcels into urban food production sites. In total,
participants will install fencing, construct high tunnels (structures that enable year-round food production), develop production
beds, and install irrigation systems. Continued employment will be available through CleanTurn Enterprises upon completion of
the training program. Franklinton Gardens will also employ participants as additional funding becomes available.

Franklinton Gardens was also awarded a $5,000 grant from the START Fund of the Columbus Foundation. This is the very
first grant to be given by the new fund, which was launched by Rev1Ventures as our region's first-ever entrepreneurial giving
fund. The START Fund is aimed at supporting initiatives that are "starting up" something special in the community. Franklinton
Gardens will use the $5,000 grant as seed money for a full-time Education Coordinator for its new Learning Garden that will be
located at the corner of Town St. and Hawkes Ave.

@ Franklinton Cycleworks (FCW) was recently awarded a Mission Enterprise Zone (MEZ) grant
amounting to $20,000 by The Episcopal Church. Additionally, Bishop Breidenthal graciously
provided $20,000 in matching funds to support the efforts of FCW. The broad purpose of the
MEZ is to support evangelistic ministries with populations that are under-represented in the
church. FCW was one of five new MEZs granted funds by The Episcopal Church in February.
FCW intends to use the funds to further strengthen the community development aspects of the
shop. FCW envisions a strong, vibrant community centered not only around meeting people’s
transportation needs but also on legitimate friendships and relationships. FCW has always been
more about people than it has bikes. Bikes have been a useful conduit for sharing God’s love. FCW seeks to be more intentional
about building transformational community.

FCW is an organic ministry of St. John’s; a bubbling up of God’s vision in Franklinton inspired and nourished by St.
John’s. As FCW moves into this next chapter, FCW also looks to move into deeper engagement with the St. John’s community.
In the late spring/early summer there will be a Blessing of the Bikes ceremony followed by a small festival. Everyone is wel-
come to attend, and of course everyone is whole-heartedly invited to volunteer at FCW. Because FCW is about people more
than bikes, there will be opportunities to volunteer by simply listening and talking with patrons. FCW looks forward to the
future we can create together, with God’s help.
